Edible enjoyment

“No artist ever becomes an
artist without someone telling
them they suck,” quipped Dustin
Rasnick through a mouthful of
delicately truffled broccolini.

Fortunately for Rasnick, his
artistry lies far from “suck” sta-
tus. In fact, he has climbed the
culinary ladder to land the spot
as head chef of renowned sushi
restaurant Sudachi at the ripe
age of 26.

Sushi has always been a fa-
vorite for Rasnick. When asked
about the start of his love affair
with fish, he pushed his well-
worn beanie over his shaggy hair,
readjusted his splatter-paint Bur-
ton T-shirt and replied matter-of-
factly, “I know the exact day.” 

He then went on to describe, in
detail, the afternoon when he
first tried sushi. Everything from
the car ride to go skiing, to his
mother then stopping for sushi,
to his pitching a six-year-old
hissy fit over the lunch choice, to
the first alluring bite that led to a
massacre of three California rolls
and the many years of sushi
birthday dinners that followed.

And while he might have
started simple, kicking-and-
screaming his way in, Rasnick has
certainly graduated from the rela-
tively safe Cali rolls of his past.

After a childhood split between

Kauai, Hawaii, and Ventura,
Calif., earning a degree in com-
munications and a brief stint
working as a physical therapist
for the elderly, Rasnick moved to
Mammoth to ride his snowboard
and climb. He began working for
a friend’s sushi restaurant, Sushi
Rei, shortly thereafter, where he
labored for free to learn more
about the techniques of the cui-
sine he loved so much.

“People were like, ‘you didn’t
get paid,’ but I got to learn every-
thing I know – hands-on – for
free,” he said, dotting his Kobe
beef fat-enriched elk meat with
goat cheese and carefully folding
in a pre-prepped dish of finely
diced serranos. 

As he began expertly working
the carnivorous mixture into per-
fectly equal slider patties, he
added, “I am not a trained chef,
but sushi cheffing I’m really com-
fortable with.”

Since moving to Jackson and
being hired at Sudachi in August
2010, Rasnick has been showcas-
ing his culinary confidence with
menu offerings like raw Wagyu
beef wrapped around succulent
lobster and doused in a decadent
brown butter sauce. But it’s when
he dives into a rant about Japan-
ese eating culture versus Ameri-
can consumption that his
passion for this type of dining re-
ally emerges.

“Eating is an experience: in-
stead of eating to get full, you
should eat to enjoy,” he ex-
plained, lamenting the memory
of watching people stuff them-
selves at the all-you-can eat
lunches of his last restaurant. 

As Rasnick spoons caramelized
onions and mushrooms on the
toasted and barbeque-sauced
mini rolls he continues, “The
Japanese teach that you get full
from a little. That’s my favorite
way to eat; small plates that we
can share, experience together.”

And it’s that feeling, an experi-
ential communion that seems to
drive Rasnick’s career as well as
his dining habits. Whether he’s
talking about the restaurant staff
as his Jackson family, encouraging
his girlfriend, Liz, to pitch-in
making the warm bacon dressing
for the salad, or reminiscing
about the chefs that taught him
his craft, the world of food – for
Rasnick – is something to be
shared.

That Rasnick has chosen to
share his culinary artistry with
Jackson is truly a gift, because
Sudachi is offering some of the
most creative and interesting
dishes around. From the Friday
surf and turf special to home-
made pork buns, the menu is full
of tasty offerings for every
palate. And for the record again,
none of it sucks.

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Masters of
the mush

On Friday the International Pedigree
Stage Stop Sled Dog Race (IPSSSDR) will
be mushing through Jackson for the first
of eight stages. Along with Alaska’s Idi-
tarod, IPSSSDR is one of the world’s pre-
mier sled races, but differs from the AK
race in many key aspects. 

Race founder and marshal Frank
Teasley describes the race as more like the
Tour de France as opposed to the contin-
uous long distance racing of the Iditarod.
IPSSSDR consists of eight stage stops. The
racers and sled dog teams commute be-
tween locations for the respective stops.
The race stages follow either loops or out
and back trails from the towns. The win-
ner has the lowest overall time, but there
is a catch. IPSSDR uses reverse starting
order, so the first place finisher starts last
in the next stage.

The teams start two minutes apart,
leaving about 44 minutes between the
first and last of the 22 teams. Because of
the staggered start, the leading team does
not need to pass all the other teams in
order to win, though it does happen. The
structure of the race allows for a highly
competitive exciting race with many lead
changes. 

“Lose four minutes in the Iditarod
and you can make it back,” Teasley
said. “But lose four minutes in the
Pedigree and it’s very difficult to get it
back. Instead of racing, you have to
play catch up.”

Since its inception 17 years ago, the
race has attracted quite a bit of attention
and sponsorship. The $200,000 in cash
prizes are distributed differently than the
Iditarod’s larger prize pool, making the
IPSSSDR potentially more lucrative for
the individual racers. Jackson is the first of
the race stages. Last year’s winner, Buddy
Strepper, used a bit of strategy and inten-
tionally lost the Jackson stage in order to

set himself up for the first starting place in
the second stage. Strepper got out to a
huge lead and nobody could catch him. 

The physically demanding nature of
dog racing raises the question of animal
treatment, though no whips are allowed
in IPSSSDR. Teasley attributes the trans-
parency of the race with its popularity and
ensuring the humane treatment of ani-
mals. “People can see the start and finish

of the race and witness the condition of
the dogs, they wag their tails and enjoy it.”
Teasley said.  

IPSSSDR is one of the major sporting
events of the year in Jackson. If you live in
East Jackson, be warned there will be
some road closures for the race. So you
might as well pull up a lawn chair, pour a
cup of hot cocoa with a dash of rum, and
enjoy the show.
